What are the possible side effects of VIOXX?

Serious kidney problems occur rarely, including acute kidney failure and
worsening of chronic kidney failure.

Severe liver problems, including hepatitis, jaundice and liver failure, occur
rarely in patients taking NSAIDs, including VIOXX. Tell your doctor if you
develop symptoms of liver problems. These include nausea, tiredness, itch-
ing, tendemess in the right upper abdomen, and flu-like symptoms.

In addition, the following side effects have been reported: anxiety, blurred vision,
colitis, confusion, constipation, decreased levels of sodium in the blood, depres-
sion, fluid in the lungs, hair loss, hallucinations, increased levels of potassium in the
blood, insomnia, low blood cell counts, menstrual disorder, palpitations, pancreatitis,
ringing in the ears, severe increase in blood pressure, tingling sensation, unusual
headache with stiff neck (aseptic meningitis), vertigo, worsening of epilepsy.
